This is a followup for Mr. Drager with advanced renal failure, hypertension, anemia, elevated PTH.  Last visit in August, used to see Dr. Burnell, which is not in the area.  He is looking for a new primary care, uses a walker, some weight loss, poor appetite, one meal a day.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, reflux, diarrhea or bleeding.  Still making good amount of urine.  No cloudiness or blood.  He lives alone.  Does his own cooking.  Stable edema.  Stable dyspnea on minimal activities.  Completed radiation treatment for lung cancer.  No hemoptysis.  Chronic orthopnea.  No PND.  No chest pain or syncope.  Review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight bicarbonate replacement, vitamin D 125, anticoagulation Coumadin, antiarrhythmics amiodarone, beta-blockers, Norvasc and Lasix.
Physical Examination:  AV fistula open on the right-sided.  No localized rales.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention, ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Evidence of muscle wasting.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No focal deficits.  Elderly person.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine presently 4 close to baseline for a GFR of 15 stage IV to V.  potassium at 5.  Normal sodium, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, and anemia 11.4.  Large red blood cells close to 101 and normal white blood cells and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV to V.  We start dialysis based on symptoms.  No indication at this point in time.
2. Right-sided AV fistula ready to be used.
3. Metabolic acidosis on treatment.
4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on treatment.
5. Blood pressure low normal, not symptomatic.
6. Lung cancer status post radiation treatment.
7. Pacemaker anticoagulation, antiarrhythmics on beta-blockers.
8. Concerned about weight loss.  He however is independent.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in three to four months, early as needed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
