CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain and right eye pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left knee pain started 10 days ago while he was going up and down the stairs and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is completely relieved after resting. The patient did not fell down.
The patient also complained of right eye pain started one week ago and now he is feeling much better. His vision is unremarkable and the patient has an appointment to see the eye doctor. It happened to him last year.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or leg swelling.
Left knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint medially and weightbearing is more painful; otherwise, no joint effusion and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Right eye examination reveals no tenderness or bulging and there is no conjunctival redness.
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
