CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her blood pressure has been elevated recently and she has been consuming more salt and the patient denied any chest pain or shortness of breath. Also, the patient denied weight gain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing. Blood pressure rechecked and was slightly elevated.
