DIAGNOSES: Congestive heart failure, sick sinus syndrome and pulmonary hypertension.

IMPRESSION:
1. Technically fair.

2. Borderline LV ejection fraction at 50% range with LV hypokinesis.

3. Left ventricular enlargement.

4. Moderate left atrial enlargement.

5. Mitral valvular sclerosis without significant gradient.

6. Mild mitral regurgitation.

7. Aortic sclerosis with at least mild stenosis, peak velocities 2.9 m/sec, peak gradient 26 mmHg, mean gradient 14 mmHg and calculated aortic valve area 0.9 cm2.

8. Trace aortic regurgitation.

9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation with TR velocity of 3.5 m/sec, RVSP 60 mmHg.

10. Pulmonary hypertension.

11. Trace pulmonary incompetence.

12. Restrictive heart disease shown by A-wave being much greater than E-wave.

13. Pacemaker wire in the right heart.

14. No effusions or masses.

15. No obvious ASD, VSD or PFO.
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
