History: Mr. Griffin had missed his appointment. So, my staff called him. He lives very close to the office. So, he ended up coming to the office. Mr. Griffin is extremely noncompliant with:

1. Long history of smoking and drinking alcohol.

2. Diagnosed with prostate cancer and did not want surgery and the urologist felt he could be just monitored as an outpatient.
3. He has had H. pylori gastritis.
4. He has had hiatal hernia.

5. Reflux esophagitis.

6. He runs into low potassium and low magnesium.
7. He has chronic renal failure.
His potassium is usually running about 3 to 3.2. He is so noncompliant that once his potassium was 2.8 and we had to send the cops at his house to do a well check on him. Even after the cops visit, yet the patient decided to go to the ER after I told him about his low potassium eight hours later; such is the situation. He told today he has some hemorrhoids. His last blood work showed elevated creatinine to 1.34 and potassium of 3.4. His potassium was refilled today. He was given Analpram HC 2.5% to be used in rectum twice a day. His recent GI consult and his urology consults were reviewed again. Long-term prognosis for this patient is not good because of his carelessness and noncompliance. I do not think the patient is going to change anytime in future about how he acts.
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
