History: Ms. Williams was seen today. Ms. Williams last Friday; today being Tuesday, was having chest pain. She states the character of the pain was different than before and had lasted for more than 10-15 minutes. So, she ended up calling the paramedics who examined her and told her everything was good and did not take her to the emergency room. The patient does have problem with aches and pains all over the body, but she has multiple medical problems too, including:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus insulin-dependent.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Major depression.

5. Chronic anxiety.

6. Severe DJD of the right knee. The patient is seeing Dr. Seabolt in December for a second regular gel shot in the right knee.
An EKG was done that showed sinus rhythm, nonspecific ST changes. No changes suggestive of acute MI. The patient will be referred to Dr. Wigley for further cardiac evaluation. I told the patient to go to the ER should her condition change. The patient understands plan of treatment. To note, the patient was not having any chest pains today.
