1. Parkinson’s disease.

2. Chronic venous insufficiency.

3. Chronic leg edema.

4. Hypertension.

He has pretty much resolved to how he is going to do according to his medical problems. The patient’s medication list reconciled. He sees the neurology at Scott & White for his Parkinson’s and is fairly stable. His chronic venous insufficiency in the legs is also stable. Previously, he used to have open wounds and extremely dry skin, but that has improved significantly. The pharmacy gave him potassium 10 mEq #30 tablets even though #90 were prescribed and they were asking for another refill and, by that, the patient is not due for refill of potassium, the patient understands that, hence no refill was given, but when the patient told me that he has no potassium left and is on torsemide, he does need the potassium and that he told me how they had given him only #30 tablets, but on the prescription it said #90 tablets. So, we were trying to be sure that he was not overdosing on those. So, a new prescription of potassium was given. It is difficult to handle when pharmacies do this kind of job. I will see the patient in the office in a month.
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
