History: Ms. Licon was seen today. Ms. Licon was seen about two weeks or so ago and the daughter who brought her felt the patient was getting forgetful and hard to take care of her at home and I suggested that they take her to see Dr. Moghalu, the CHI St. Joseph neurologist who can do testing and tell them the extent of her dementia. The patient’s medication list was reconciled. The patient had stopped taking Fosamax as well as levothyroxine. The daughter called today stating she found the thyroid and Fosamax and I told that unless the patient is intolerant they need to be on Fosamax every day and if she was taking already the thyroid, her thyroid is normal and not overactive or whatever. So, she can continue 25 mcg of levothyroxine and Fosamax 70 mg once a week. The patient then requested some paperwork of what evaluation we had done that day and I told her we will be more than happy to pass it on. At that time, while my nurse was talking to her, I told them that we have now available a test for dementia that we could administer on the computer which was covered by Medicare and, at that time, she was not certain whether she wanted to get the test done or not and had some questions. I kind of felt that the patient was not being comfortable about our conversation and I told her that if she felt more comfortable that her mother would be taken care of by another physician, I will be more than happy to transfer the records and, at that time, she lost her cool and started saying what kind of doctor I am that is not trying to take care of a patient and all that. We have taken care of this lady’s mother for many years up until now when she is coming to see us maybe every five or six months because she has gone downhill and not being able to take care of her by herself and I told her that very respectfully we will ________
