History: Ms. Nash was seen today. Her husband brought her on wheelchair again. Ms. Nash had not had mammograms done. I can understand this is a chronically ill lady with multiple medical problems and she is barely being home because she was hospitalized twice for very serious illnesses.
Her medical problems include:

1. Chronic pain and acute pain and opioid dependence.

2. Long-standing diabetes.

3. High blood pressure.

4. Hyperlipidemia.
She had seen Stanton Medical for eye exam in January 2022, but she was unhappy with their services.
She has no diarrhea. No abdominal pain.

Bonnie states she fell the day before Thanksgiving at home and she tripped over herself. She did not get hurt, did not go to the ER. She is just letting me know she did not have a blackout spell. The patient states she saw Dr. Fino who did some injections in the back. She is thinking of nerve ablation to be done for her pain. She is back again on the opioids and multiple pain medicines through Dr. Fino, also getting the shots. The patient states she does not have diarrhea, does not have fever and does not have cough and it seems like she has recovered from the C. difficile infection. The patient tells me she plans to go to *__________* Physician Center to get her eyes checked. She states she did go to Stanton Medical in January, but did not like the way they treated her. She currently has no vision problems. She has not had mammogram done yet too. The patient had mammogram done a year ago and needed more views when they saw a lesion and she had to pay extra $220 for those views. So, this year, she is denying to get anything done. She does not want mammogram. I insisted that she get her eyes checked again to be sure there is no problem in the retina. The patient understands plan of treatment. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. Her medication list reconciled.
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
