HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 26-year-old male patient here with a complaint of acute-onset left earache since the last 24 hours. He does have a history of allergies. He does not complain of any other issues such as sore throat or sinus pressure. His only complaint today is left ear pain once again for the last day.

He is not taking any medications for relief.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right arm.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally, will drink alcohol. Negative for drugs or smoking.

His symptoms are better with rest and worse on activities especially activities involving him bending over increasing the pressure to that ear.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented. He is well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed, not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: His current weight today is 287 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: He does have bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, left is worse than the right. Both tympanic membranes are distorted and bulging. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema noted. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

Remainder of the exam is largely unremarkable.

LABS: There are no labs that will be ordered today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media bilateral. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg p.o. b.i.d. x 10 days, #20. He will monitor symptoms, watch for improvement and return to the clinic or call if not achieving good success.
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
