Mrs. Bailey is a 73-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 16 years ago. She also has hypertension, hyperlipidemia, formation of keloids all over her body, vertigo, migraine headaches, GERD, and asthma. For her diabetes, she is on Lantus 50 units once daily in the evening, Jardiance 25 mg once daily and Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly. She failed metformin therapy due to GI intolerance. For breakfast, she usually eats coffee, Danish and grape fruit. She does not eat lunch. Dinner, she usually eats chicken or pork chops along with a soup and salad. The patient eats coleslaw and tilapia sometimes.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is unavailable. We will order a current hemoglobin A1c and establish a baseline. At this point, my recommendation is for her to take Lantus 50 units each evening, Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly and Jardiance 25 mg once daily. We will bring the patient back to reassess her glycemic control on the above regimen.

2. The patient has a remote history of hypothyroidism. She was previously on levothyroxine 50 mcg daily; however, the patient states that she has not been taking this medication. Therefore, we will check a current TSH, free T4 and free T3 level and assess the status of her thyroid.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. Follow up with primary care provider, Dr. Palosky.
