History: He was seen after about six months. Mr. Bethancourt visited Chile and Argentina and he states that he did lot of walking. He came back and he tore the muscles of his right anterior thigh. He saw Dr. Destefano and is going for physical therapy. He states his thigh is doing good and has good strength. So, he tore his right hamstrings, but his right leg has gotten swollen and there is some redness. He states the physical therapists are watching really closely for any problems. He has never had ultrasound of his right leg done to be sure he has not developed a DVT. I told him it is possible after injury and that he must since he has had a long flight also. A stat right leg venous ultrasound is ordered. I told him if they are not able to do it he may have to go to the emergency room to get the venous ultrasound done. He wanted all his medications refilled. The previous visits reviewed. He is updated on his flu shot. He is going to be seen in the office in a month or earlier depending on the results of his venous ultrasound.
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
