PEOPLES, SHARON
This is a 86-year-old woman who has been placed on hospice with history of abdominal mass, abdominal pain, cough, dysuria, wheezing, night sweats, fever, weight loss, gait disturbance, anxiety, depression, back pain, and joint swelling all related to the patient’s endstage renal cell carcinoma. She also suffers from peripheral vascular disease and chronic kidney disease. She has lost tremendous amount of weight. She is not eating. Her appetite is fully diminished. She is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has nausea, vomiting, palpitation and diarrhea related to her chemotherapy and the patient is no longer a chemo or radiation therapy candidate. She also suffers from vascular dementia, protein-calorie malnutrition and metastatic cancer as was noted. The patient is sleeping over 20 hours a day, total bedbound and requires pain medication around the clock to control her symptoms. It is most likely the patient has less than six months to live given her advanced metastatic cancer and expected to die within six months.
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
