SHARP, OPEL
This is an 89-year-old woman is being certified for hospice at this time with a history of COPD. The patient has severe COPD with chronic shortness of breath and wheezing despite around the clock breathing treatments. She is not gasping or gases with any type of movement or activity. She is not eating very much. She has lost tremendous amount of weight. She weighs less than 70 pounds at this time. She weighs 77 pounds a month ago. She is quite weak. She is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has severe weakness, confusion, forgetfulness, sleeping over 18-20 hours a day, also she is having difficulty swallowing and has been eating very little. The family is trying to decide on feeding tube at this time. Ms. Sharp is only able to tolerate pureed diet and only eats about 5-10% of her foods at this time. She chokes very easily and is at a high risk of aspiration. She is totally ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has a KPS score of 40% at this time and continues to remain hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
