HOWARD, ABRAHAM
Abraham is a 63-year-old gentleman with recent hospitalization due to sepsis, convulsions, multiple cerebral infarctions, essential hypertension, disorientation related to her stroke, dementia most likely related to stroke, behavioral disturbances, psychotic disturbances, mood disturbances, anxiety, dysphagia, generalized weakness, profound weight loss, lack of coordination, chronic ulceration of the left lower extremities stage III, as well as sacral region stage III. The patient recently was hospitalized with sepsis as I mentioned and has been returned back to nursing home in a quite obtunded state at this time. The patient is hospice appropriate given his endstage recurrent CVA as well as his cancer. Expected to live less than six months. He has lost tremendous amount of weight, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, bedbound total and sleep over 22 hours a day. The patient is requiring medication around the clock to control his pain and agitation and remains excellent candidate for hospice.
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
