HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old female patient here complaining of fever, sore throat, and body aches. She has had these symptoms for two days, also she vomited yesterday afternoon and last night as well; similar to her sister’s symptoms. No abdominal cramping. She does have some mild diarrhea, nothing profuse. She denies any fever with chills. She is well oriented. Symptoms are better with rest and worse on activities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She has been taking over-the-counter Tylenol.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/65. Pulse 107. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 97% on room air. Current weight 128 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Very mild tympanic membrane erythema on the left. Right ear looks clear. Oropharyngeal area: Slightly erythematous, nothing that I see that is ominous.
NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic at 107. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and mildly hyperactive.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, both were negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Gastroenteritis. The patient will receive Keflex 500 mg t.i.d. x5 days.
2. Nausea and vomiting. Zofran 4 mg t.i.d. #12 p.r.n. medication.

3. She is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return to clinic or call me if not improving.
