YAKIM. BERYL
Ms. Yakim is being recertified for hospice at this time with history of end-stage pulmonary embolus with acute cor pulmonale, allergic rhinitis, osteoarthritis, anemia, essential hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux and palpitations. This is a 94-year-old woman with history of CVA, pulmonary embolism and recurrent strokes. She has left-sided weakness, which has become much worse since on or about September 10, 2022. This has become totally and completely paralyzed on the left side. She is now total and complete ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She sleeps about 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%, requires special assistant and lives with her family member. She is no longer able to stand up. She has very little appetite. She is bed bound. She has profound weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition related to her weight loss. The patient is reported to be in pain and requires pain medications more frequently now. She has leg pain related to peripheral vascular disease, back pain related to sacral fracture in the past because of her fall issues. The patient lives with Nancy, her daughter, who helps her with her ADL. The patient is confused, only oriented to person and place. The patient is doing quite poorly and expected to live less than six months, hence remains appropriate for hospice and will be recertified at this time.
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
