HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 71-year-old male patient here today. He suspects he has a bladder infection. He has a history of neurogenic bladder and repeated urinary tract infections. He tells me that he was able to test his urine at home earlier and there was a slight amount of leukocytes as well as nitrites that he tested positive for. He tells me that he will self-cath, but at times he feels like he still has a full bladder, he feels like he needs to go and self-cath more frequently. He does not have any other symptoms of nausea, vomiting or flank pain bilaterally. No fevers.
The patient does have Cipro and Bactrim at his residence, he has not taken any yet. He has been instructed by his urologist when he thinks he might have a suspected urinary tract infection to go to a clinic and make sure that we do a urine culture; of course, we will do that today. We will not give him any medication today because he has it. However, he will return to clinic or we will call him with the results of the urine culture.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tramadol, Toprol, lisinopril, Neurontin, and ______.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension. He has had bladder cancer before.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: To the spine and gallbladder, also cardiac stents as well.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He will drink socially. Negative for drugs or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. He is well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. He is in no distress whatsoever. He is able to walk with a slight limp due to a long-standing issue with his right leg, but he has good muscle strength in the lower extremities. He is not needing any assistance for walking. He is not using a cane. The patient is very coherent as well, alert and oriented.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/83. Pulse 72. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 94%. Current weight 204 pounds.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a urinalysis. It really came back unremarkable today. The pH, however, was 7.5.
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We have done a urine specimen today and reported as above. We will also send that urine for culture and call him in a few days.

The patient did test his urine this morning and, once again, trace leukocytes and nitrites as well. However, this patient does have Bactrim and Cipro at his house, he will use that as instructed by his urologist.

We will call him in a few days with the urine culture results.
