DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 73-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to smoking. The patient quit more than 20 years ago. Before that, she had a pneumonectomy of the left upper lung due to the presence of suspected carcinoma that was found to be benign.

2. The patient has mitral regurgitation that is followed by the Cleveland Clinic. It was clipped, but apparently, the patient has a relapse and has to be reevaluated again.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is way out of control. Serum cholesterol is 300 with triglycerides of 200. The patient is reluctant to have statins because she has heard of the side effects. After a lengthy discussion, the patient was advised to take atorvastatin 40 mg p.o. three times a week and we will reevaluate in three months.

4. History of gout that has been treated with the administration of Uloric. The uric acid is 3.1. The patient has not had any flare-ups.

5. The patient has severe osteoarthritis that was most likely related to overweight and trauma. The patient is advised to seek specialist evaluation, Dr. Alvarez.

6. The patient is overweight. The BMI is 31.

We invested 7 minutes evaluating the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 5 minutes in the documentation.
