Mr. Childers was seen regarding stroke history, right high above knee amputation, and history of seizures.

HISTORY: Mr. Childers is present. He denied any new complaints. He denied any pain, dyspnea, vomiting, and bleeding and he has had no recent seizures. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for any other specific symptoms including dysuria, nausea, abdominal pain, chest pain, fever or any physical symptoms. He did smile and he was pleasant.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not acutely distressed or ill appearing. He was alert. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 106/64, pulse 78, temperature 98.6, and O2 saturation 95%. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Neurologic: He has right hemiplegia and high right above amputation.

Assessment/plan:
1. He is stable with respect to his stroke and above knee amputation. He continues on aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. Seizure disorder is controlled with Dilantin 200 mg daily.

3. He has a history of bipolar disorder, which is stable. He has not needed medications for a while. 

4. He has had COVID in the past, but no major sequelae are noted. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
