HISTORY: This is a 20- months old child brought in my mother with fever and ear pain. Mother said this has been going on for approximately four days. She said she brought him in because he appears to be increasingly uncomfortable and pulling on his right ear.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No tobacco or smoke exposure.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies trauma. Denies decrease appetite. She says his activities just a little down. Mother said whenever he has a feverish she will give Tylenol and Motrin and when fever goes down he is back to his normal self and when the fever returns, he is not very active.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert. He is interactive. He is playful. He has an iPod and he is playing game in the ipod.

VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.3.

HEENT: Congested nares with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates. Throat: No erythema. No edema. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

Right ear erythematous TM with effusion. Effusion is purulent. No light reflex. No mastoid tenderness. No tragal tug. The EAC is without erythema or edema.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Child is alert and interactive. Sensation and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Fever.
2. Otitis media.
3. Rhinitis.
PLAN: The following test were done in the clinic today RSV and flu swab these test were both negative. The patient was discharged with the following medication. Zithromax 200 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. now and then have a teaspoon daily for four days until it is all gone. Motrin 100/5 mL he takes 140 mg p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain/fever. Bromfed DM 2/10/30/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #70 mL. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
