CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological referral for consideration treatment of suspected Parkinson’s disease.

Dear Heather Kennedy & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Janice Cody for neurological evaluation.

As you may remember, she was previously referred and evaluated by Dr. Joel Rothfeld, Ph.D., M.D. for her tremor.

At that time, she was counseled to wait for further treatment as her symptoms might progress.

Today, she is seeing complaining of sluggish ambulation, difficulty arising from a chair, and demonstrates a prominent rapid rhythmic Parkinsonian tremor bilaterally.

She ambulates without serious ataxia.

There is no history of falls.

Her neurological examination demonstrated inducible neuromuscular stiffness on testing.

She is currently treated with antihypertensive beta-blocking medicine for a history of rapid heartbeat, which I have asked her to continue.

In consideration of this history and presentation with these findings I am initiating carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg short-acting tablets to begin taking three times a day. A patient prescription with handouts on the medication was provided.
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She reports no other unusual clinical symptoms including dyssomnia.

I will plan on seeing her for reevaluation in four weeks with readjustment of her regimen as might be indicated for further treatment of her clinical symptoms therapeutically.

I will send a followup report at that time.
