CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 74-year-old male with history of congestive heart failure.

HPI: The patient is a 74-year-old male with history of congestive heart failure. He presented in September with complaint of back pain. He had previously been admitted to Summit Hospital in August 2022. He was then found to have multiple myeloma, hypercalcemia, acute kidney injury and thrombocytopenia. He was ultimately diagnosed with congestive heart failure and disposition to home. At the time of the initial evaluation he reported an exercise tolerance of less than one block. He further described symptoms of orthopnea. At his initial evaluation he was started on carvedilol. The patient now returns to the office for followup.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Bilateral inguinal herniorrhaphy.

MEDICATIONS:

4. Acetaminophen 325 mg take two tablets p.r.n.

5. Aspirin 81 mg daily.

6. Calcium 600 mg one tablet daily.

7. Dexamethasone 4 mg tablet daily.

8. Diphenhydramine capsule p.r.n.

9. Hydralazine 50 mg daily.

10. Levofloxacin 250 mg daily.

11. Lidocaine patch.

12. Lorazepam 1 mg p.r.n.

13. He previously took metoprolol, this had been discontinued and he was placed on carvedilol 6.25 mg in addition he takes morphine 15 mg daily, ondansetron 8 mg, and pantoprazole 40 mg.
