ASSESSMENT / Plan:

1. Renal cyst. The most recent ultrasound reveals a 1 cm simple cortical cyst partially visualized in the right kidney. The rest of the ultrasound is unremarkable. As previously stated, during the last visit we were not concerned at all about this renal cyst since it is highly prevalent with aging. The patient denies any urinary symptoms and has preserved kidney functions with BUN of 17, creatinine of 0.58, and GFR greater than 60. She denies any urinary symptoms.
2. Hyperlipidemia. Continue with the current regimen.
3. Hypothyroidism which is managed with replacement therapy/
4. Osteoarthritis. She takes meloxicam 7.5 mg every two days and alternates with Norco.

5. Chronic compression fracture of L1. The patient will follow up on an as needed basis and will call us if she needs anything. We will not order any laboratory workup or next appointment.
