Dear Dr. Barton:

Thank you for your continued support.

Mr. Bruce is 62-year-old male who comes here for followup today. He was diagnosed to have multiple myeloma in September 2022 about two and half months ago when the patient presented with anemia and lytic bone lesions. His IgG was then 7800. The patient was started on Revlimid, dexamethasone, and Velcade. After two weeks; however, the patient developed pulmonary infection and COVID. He was hospitalized for several weeks and then was sent to rehab. After that, he came again one time and then he developed pulmonary embolism at home requiring hospitalization. The patient subsequently also was in rehab for few weeks so after initial two to three weeks he has missed his treatment for multiple myeloma. He comes here today with his daughter.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Include COPD, diabetes, and hypertension.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Currently, he is on metformin 500 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., carvedilol 12.5 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 40 mg daily and torsemide 40 mg daily, Norco 5/325 mg q. p.r.n. and also, he is Pulmicort puffs once daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 62-year-old.

Vital Signs: His weight is 186 pounds, height 5’5” and blood pressure 140/76.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable except for pallor.

Neck: Lymph node is negative in the neck.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally and wheezing.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Minimal edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Multiple myeloma IgG type on chemotherapy with VRD.

2. COPD and significant respiratory distress on ongoing basis.

3. Diabetes mellitus reasonably well controlled.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and restart his treatment Velcade of 2.8 mg subQ every week, Revlimid 25 mg day one through day 21 and dexamethasone 20 mg every Sunday. Repeating cycle every four to six weeks. Today, we will also go ahead and give him Velcade in the office as well as Retacrit 40,000 units subQ since he has significant anemia. Last hemoglobin was around 7.
