CC: Followup on cough, congestion and post ABX treatment.
HPI: A 75-year-old seen in room, wife was present, she has the same viral issues and has sought treatment with her own PCP, but is spending the last few evenings sharing the patient’s room and assisting in his care. Given symptoms, the patient has been tested and is COVID negative times two. CXR obtained on 11/28/2022, is negative for acute findings. He has been on Mucinex 1200 mg b.i.d. for one day, now on 600 mg b.i.d. and Medrol Dosepak since 11/28/2022. The patient answered the door when we knocked; wife was sitting on the recliner watching television. She commented that he seemed to be doing a bit better, but is bringing up a lot of stuff nasally as well as orally and it is clear in color. He is also status post Z-PAK and Robitussin-DM from 11/23/2022. The patient was verbal, wanted to show me his newest engineering project, which is actually circular serial pieces that he has put a white chocolate coated peanut in the middle of and explaining to me how they work.
DIAGNOSES: URI status post ABX, currently on steroids and Mucinex approximately eight days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished male, well-groomed when he answered the door.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/76, pulse 64, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, oxygen saturation 95% and weight 205 pounds stable.
HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Nares are patent. Moist oral mucosa.
RESPIRATORY: He did have a few episodes of cough without expectoration. He has some congestion bilateral lung fields and improves after cough and anterolateral lung fields with rhonchi.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. Orientation x 1 to 2. His focus is always on talking about engineering and he sees engineering projects and things like food. Cooperative to exam.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: URI, most likely viral in etiology, has been and continues to be treated. Encouraged hydration and rest and he chooses to have meals in room with wife.
