CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 95-year-old who fell on 11/29/2022 attempting to walk on her own. She is seen sitting in her wheelchair out in the day room, cooperative to being seen and just writes off the fall stating that she was not hurt. She does get around in a wheelchair that she is capable of propelling. She was seen by Focus On Function starting mid October for teaching her to assist in her own transfers and that is no longer ongoing. When I asked if she remembers a fall, she said yes and stated that she was fine.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, gait instability with falls in wheelchair, OAB, HTN, HLD and BPSD occasionally showing as increased agitation/irritability.

ALLERGIES: CLINDAMYCIN and BACTRIM.
MEDICATIONS: TUMS 750 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday, Icy Hot to back h.s., melatonin 5 mg h.s., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 5 mg b.i.d., oxybutynin 5 mg t.i.d., PEG soln MWF, Zoloft 100 mg q.d., and D3 q.d.

DIET: Mechanical soft, chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HH: Select.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, made eye contact and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/58, pulse 75, temperature 98.0, respirations 21, O2 sat 96% and weight 125.6 pounds stable.

HEENT: She has scab on the left temporal area. Her conjunctivae are clear and remainder of facial skin intact.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in her wheelchair that she can propel. No LEE. Limbs move in a fairly normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1 and occasionally x 2. She can speak, does so occasionally, makes her point, clear short and long-term memory deficits and was cooperative today.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup, stable, without injury and reminded her to ask for help.
