CC: Followup podiatry visit and med discontinuation.

HPI: An 88-year-old seen as he and his wife were returning from podiatry visit to which their daughter and SIL accompanied them. The patient’s outcome was that he had calluses on the bottom of his feet that were addressed. He has decreased MTP pads and so calluses are not unexpected, but nothing otherwise. The patient is incontinent of urine and occasionally bowel. Butt Paste was being applied q. shift by staff to prevent breakdown. The patient has been refusing it, so medication is discontinued. We will follow up on his skin in a few weeks.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced vascular dementia, gait instability with falls, OA bilateral knees, peripheral neuropathy, ankylosing spondylitis, macular degeneration, DM II and COPD.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/26/2022 note.

DIET: Regular NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly male, appeared more frail today than when last seen and while he walked in with his walker and family behind him, he was later observed coming out of his room walking along without his walker. Family got to him before he fell. He seems surprised about the fact that he was walking and the response.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/57, pulse 60, temperature 98.4, respirations 18, O2 sat 96% and weight 194.2 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: His orientation x 1. He is verbal, but not able to always give information. Speech can be mumbled.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication refusal. Discontinue Butt Paste, but skin will be checked on in a few weeks by unit nurse.

2. DM II. He is due for A1c that is ordered and hopefully we can further reduce any DM II medication.
