CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 87-year-old who has advancing unspecified dementia and an increase in her BPSD in the form of care resistance. She is followed by Select Home Health, has refused Unna boots; they put them on and she takes them off and most recently Tubigrip was suggested and she wanted that off. She came back from podiatrist today and the podiatrist given a diagnosis in her chart of DM II, is going to get her specific shoes for diabetics. She was quiet when seen in room, but in good spirits and I told her that her legs look better than they normally do which they did.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with BPSD in the form of care resistance and verbal aggression, insomnia, bilateral LEE, HTN, DM II and HLD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/26/2022.

DIET: Regular NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female observed walking into room in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/80, pulse 78, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, O2 sat 95% and weight 160 pounds stable.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1-2. She is verbal. She will make her needs known.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. She can generally be difficult if she does not want to do what suggested.
2. Medication refusal. Family has requested that her BPSD meds be given together in the morning and that would be BuSpar, Depakote, Zoloft, Xanax and Haldol and as to other medications, we will discontinue those with the exception of Tylenol and gabapentin will be kept p.r.n. for pain management.
