CC: Red area coccyx.

HPI: A 79-year-old who is bed to chair bound; for the most part, spending his day on a recliner and then transported in a wheelchair. He is also incontinent of bladder and partial bowel continence. He is seen in room. He is cooperative with exam, which is assisted by male med aide. He has bilateral lower extremity edema, which is treated and appears improved as well.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia secondary to left MCA, ischemic CVA, gait instability; uses walker, and bilateral LEE.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/11/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: ACE INHIBITORS and CODEINE.
DIET: NAS/NCS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Large male assisted in going from sit to stand by staff.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/81, pulse 71, temperature 99.0, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is able to weight bear using his walker for support, but has to be assisted to stand and then to sit. He has 1-2+ bilateral lower extremity edema, but there is some laxity in the skin which is an improvement.

GU: Exam of the medial gluteal area, there is redness and, on the left buttock, there is opening that is still superficial and two-coined shaped areas, negative on the right and his adult brief was saturated with urine.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2-3. He can reference for date and time. He speaks a few words at a time and makes his needs known and understands to some extent given information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral gluteal chafing secondary to pressure and exposure to wet briefs. Boudreaux’s Butt Paste to be applied q. shift to clean area and the patient is asked to let the staff know when he needs assist with either going to the bathroom or having his brief changed rather than sitting for hours in a wet brief.
