CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 96-year-old seen in room. She is sitting comfortably in recliner watching television and I asked if she had been given a sling by HH and she had, it was readily available. The patient states it was not placed because she cannot do it herself. So, an order is being written for staff to place it and that will start tomorrow. She also wanted to ask me about an ingrown toenail on the left great toe.

DIAGNOSES: Left distal clavicular fracture with shoulder avulsion, DM II, history of LLE DVT on Eliquis, FeSO4 anemia, mild cognitive impairment and DJD.

ALLERGIES: PCN, BACTRIM and CIPRO.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/01/2022 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite elderly female seated quietly observing me and asked questions as needed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/64, pulse 73, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 93% and weight 123 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is holding her left upper arm with her right hand and stated that it is comfortable in that position. No LEE, weightbearing and has good and neck truncal stability to manual wheelchair.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 2. Speech is clear. She has to be oriented to date and time. She is attentive when spoken to. She voices her needs.

EXTREMITIES: Feet: Left great toenail medial aspect, she does have evident ingrown nail. There is some pinkness with mild edema, but no drainage or odor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left shoulder avulsion. Order that sling be placed in a.m., can be removed for personal care, at rest and of course at bedtime.

2. Left great toe ingrown nail. Dr. Scholl’s Pain Relief ring which is a cushion that will be placed to help alleviate some of the pressure in order for her to be seen by podiatry at next visit.

3. Increased nasal drainage. Mucinex is changed to one tablet q.d. p.r.n.
