CC: UA and lab followup.

HPI: The patient is an 84-year-old. UA was done on 11/24/22 and returns positive for UTI and the patient when told stated that she was not surprised. She notes change in color and odor of urine, which tells her that there is something wrong and she has increased urination. The patient had a history of DM II given low A1cs. Oral DM II medications discontinued on 05/25/22. She had been on metformin 250 mg q.d. a.c. She has had two A1cs off medication. The most recent is 5.9 and 05/14/22 5.8.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. E. coli UTI. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d x seven days and when this is completed then we will start on prophylactic treatment with nitrofurantoin 50 mg h.s.

2. History of DM II. Off DM II medications. A1c is WNL. Order to discontinue DM II diagnosis.
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
