CC: End-of-life care.
HPI: An 83-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s now terminal status. Family to include his two sons, daughter, and their partners/wives were present. The patient is followed by Traditions Hospice and there have been adjustments in medications as the progression has occurred. Family just wants him comfortable they state they are ready and they know that he will be in a better place. Observing him, he was mouth breathing using accessory muscles of respiration, however, his respiratory rate was 12. He has had discontinued all medications with the exception of comfort medications proximally 72-hours. He has had no PO intake for the last two days.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease and OA.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Gaunt obtunded male in bed mouth breathing.

VITAL SIGNS: Unable to obtain weight. Last weight was 128.4 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes closed. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa and with use of accessory muscles of respiration noted at neck.

CARDIAC: Regular rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid and hypoactive bowel sounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Decreased muscle mass and poor skin turgor.

RESPIRATORY: Respiratory rate was 12 with an apneic pattern. The patient given p.r.n. Roxanol, which appeared to relax his respiratory effort.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: End-of-life care. The patient has Roxanol 10 mg q.4h. routine and q.2h. p.r.n. and atropine available as his Ativan. The patient followed by Traditions Hospice who will have evening visit with patient.
