CC: Followup on rash.
HPI: A 77-year-old in the dining room seated with other residents. He was quiet and responsive when I spoke to him. The patient ambulates with a walker and he apparently has two in his room the one he had was using was one that they had put away but he found and so we asked staff to bring him one that is taller as he is a tall man and as he weight bears, it is stronger to support him. He has had a couple of falls in the past few weeks attempting to ambulate independently and has to be reminded to use his walker. The patient was treated for cutaneous candida in the peri area. He received both Diflucan and nystatin cream and powder. It has finally resolved so we will change the schedule of use.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, CAD, HTN, gait instability uses walker, depression, anxiety, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Robust gentleman was cooperative but did attempt to stand on his own to ambulate.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/65, pulse 84, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, and weight 203.6 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x1. He looks about, he is verbal can give brief answers to basic questions otherwise becomes random and speech content.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has well developed muscle mass, fair motor strength, does not realize his limitations and does attempt to ambulate independently or walker that is poorly suited to his height and weight. He was redirectable.

SKIN: GU area cleared of previous rash.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Cutaneous candida resolved. Nystatin made p.r.n.

2. Gait instability with falls. He has to use the blue walker, which will be checked by maintenance to make sure that it is operating appropriately.
