CC: End-of-life care.
HPI: A 96-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia. She is seen in room daughter/POA Brenda Terral present with patient sleeping soundly. The patient decline has been steady. She was in a wheelchair that she could slowly propel around from which she would either fall out of or try to get up and walk ending in a fall. She is no longer able to sit in a wheelchair approximately 48 hours ago and has been in bed for the last 24 hours.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, paroxysmal tachycardia, HTN, and polyarthralgias.

MEDICATIONS: Roxanol 10 mg q.4h routine and q.2h p.r.n. and Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL and 1 mL routine at 7 p.m. and q.2h p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: DEMEROL.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: The patient has not had PO intake apart from a little water in the last 24 hours.

HOSPICE: Tradition.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably did not stir when examined.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/70, pulse 78, respirations 16, temperature 97.7, and weight 155.2 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Posterior lung fields clear. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regularly irregular rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Hyperactive bowel sounds slightly protuberant, but nontender.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: End-of-life care and comfort measures only. She will have Ativan at bedtime, sleep was an issue last night and hopefully we can avoid that recurring, daughter will be here with her tonight. She has been with her all day and we will just take things as they come.
