HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 7-year-old young man comes in with fever, cough, runny nose, congestion, and racing heart. He is alert. He is awake. He looks flushed and febrile with 103.9 temperature. He is alert and awake. Mother is concerned of his tachycardia; he is beating at 140 a minute at this time. His weight is 58 pounds. He does have a positive flu B and bilateral ear infection that needs to be addressed.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: AMOXIL, but has had injections in the past.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with grandma since he was 4 years old.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, and in no distress. He does not appear to be septic.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 58.6 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 103.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 140.

HEENT: TMs are very red, very angry. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy, right and left side. No meningismus.
LUNGS: Very clear. No sign of pneumonia.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2, tachycardic.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu B is positive.

2. Tamiflu.

3. Rocephin 500 mg IM for severe otitis media.

4. Asked to call me at 4 o'clock.
5. Treat with azithromycin liquid 300 mg q. daily x5 days.

6. Reevaluate in 24 hours.

7. If not better, we will need chest x-ray and blood work and a trip to the emergency room.

8. Discussed this with grandmother at length before leaving the office.
