The patient was seen in the clinic in followup after obtaining ultrasound of right breast with finding of an oil retention cyst without evidence of infection with unexpected change over time. Findings were discussed with the patient. The patient is still working in a less stressful environment without difficulty. Explained to the patient that lesion is not likely to resolve over time and we request her to discuss the situation with employer and the possibility of maintaining current position or maybe another position if she does not want to return to her prior position, but offered to see her in the future as needed for any additional followup without recommending followup at this time, to get further evaluation of the left breast with finding on the ultrasound as well, probably benign, but as an additional evaluation per the patient at her will.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup of right breast hematoma with residual 1 cm oil retention cyst with total and complete healing of wound.
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
