WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION NOTE

The patient is seen as a workmen’s compensation case. She states that a board fell on her right big toe two days ago causing it to be swollen with tingling, pain on the first day, still painful walking and ambulation, and states there was minimal bleeding before. The patient has a history of borderline diabetes mellitus.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
IMPRESSION: X-ray was obtained which showed apparent fracture of distal proximal phalanx on the first toe without evidence of laceration.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for meloxicam, with work restrictions, with immobilization of the toe to the adjacent toes. Follow up in two weeks for further evaluation and as needed, with light duty status.
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
