CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is noted to have active problems of:

1. Spinal cord compression due to a malignant neoplasm metastatic to spine.

2. Ankylosing spondylitis.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Oral thrush.

5. Metastatic prostate adenocarcinoma.

6. Syncopal episodes.

The patient was discharged to Excel on 12/01/2022. He has been admitted to Alameda Health Systems. He is an 82-year-old male known to have ankylosing spondylitis. He presented with left upper extremity weakness and shoulder pain. He was found to have lytic lesions of the C-spine and a mass invading the central cord at C4-C6. The patient received biopsy and it revealed findings of metastatic prostate adenocarcinoma. Urgent radiation therapy and chemotherapy were initiated on 11/11/2022. His course was complicated by syncopal episodes and intermittent drop in his hemoglobin from 11. The patient was noted to have some odynophagia.

DISCHARGE DIAGNOSES: As above:
1. Metastatic prostate adenocarcinoma.

2. Lytic lesions to C-spine and tumor invasion to central cord at C4-C6.
3. Oropharyngeal candidiasis cysts.

4. Dysphagia.
5. Bleeding status post tumor biopsy.
6. Syncopal episode.
7. Anemia.
8. Thrombocytopenia.
9. Urinary retention.
10. Glaucoma.

The patient is currently “Do Not Resuscitate” and “Do Not Intubate”. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The current examination reveals a male who is otherwise alert, oriented and in no acute distress.
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MEDICATIONS AT DISCHARGE:
1. Tylenol 325 mg take two every four hours p.r.n.
2. Baclofen 5 mg one tablet twice daily
3. Casodex 50 mg one tablet daily
4. *__________*, i.e., carboxymethylcellulose sodium one application into affected eyes q.i.d.
5. Vitamin B12 2000 mcg one daily for 13 doses
6. *__________* 5 mg tablets one daily
7. Fluconazole 200 mg tablets for 15 days
8. Norco 5/325 mg one tablet every four hours p.r.n.
9. Xalatan 0.005 one drop into both eyes at bedtime

10. Pantoprazole 40 mg one daily
11. Chloraseptic one spray in the mouth p.r.n.
12. Simethicone 80 mg tablets t.i.d.
13. Flomax 0.4 mg daily
14. Benadryl elixir 12.5/5 mL 50 mg along with magnesium hydroxide 400 mg
15. 2% viscous lidocaine t.i.d.
16. Norco
17. Flonase

The patient is noted to be alert and oriented. He is able to make healthcare decisions at this time. Currently, we will continue medications as ordered.
