HISTORY: This is a 67-year-old gentleman here for routine followup.

The patient has a history of infected ulcer on his foot, is here for followup for this condition. He stated that the wound seems to be getting better but he would like to have some antibiotics because there seemed to be some redness around the ulcer and he is currently on Septra and clindamycin. This seems to be working.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to the last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He denies increased temperature. He reports pain approximately 3/10 increased with touch and weight-bearing.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 sat is 96% at room air.
Blood pressure is 180/89.

Pulse 67.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
LEFT FOOT: Healing ulcer with localized erythema. No fluctuance. No discharge. No bleeding. Tenderness to palpation. Neurovascularly intact.
HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort with no adventitious sounds. No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X grossly normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Infected ulcer.

2. Left foot pain.

3. Medication refill.

PLAN: The patient was given an extended period of Septra for seven days, Septra DS 800 mg/160 one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14, clindamycin 300 mg one p.o. q.i.d. for seven days #28. He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
