Dear Dr. Tharumarajah:

I have not scheduled followup with Mr. Baldwin who has a renal transplant comes with left foot inflammatory changes suggestive of gout started within the last 24 hours, unable to put some weight on that.  Only taking some Tylenol and already taking albuterol.  This is similar to prior episodes.  Uric acid is pending.  No other abnormalities.  The foot without any blisters, drainage, ulcers and nothing to suggest ischemia.
Medications:  List reviewed.

Acute attack of gout clinically.  We will see what the uric acid shows.  The prior one was high at 9.  Already on allopurinol 200 mg.  He takes prednisone as part of transplant medications.  I am going to increase from 10 to 30 mg for the next five to seven days.  Once the attack is controlled if the uric acid remains quite elevated we maximize the allopurinol to keep uric acid in between episodes of gout less than 6.  Isolated dose of antiinflammatory agents and I am not going to oppose.  He is being exposed from work related activities as he cannot stand up and walk.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
