PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 95% at room air.

Pulse is 71.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.4.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

PLAN: The patient’s medication refill as follows: Clonazepam 1 mg he will take one p.o. daily for 90 days #90. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
