History: Ms. Laughlin states she lost her job. She had quit working at the tax office for Brazos County and she worked for this Vycor & Associates and she states “my employer has bipolar disorder and she let her go”. She states she is trying to get Cobra insurance at least for a year. She states she used to weigh 260+ pounds and could not move even 1 pound, but she has lost up to 15 pounds since starting Ozempic. Side effects of Ozempic shots – discussed about thyroid tumors and all. The patient understands its use. The patient is still advised to use very small doses of 0.25 mg once a week. She states around Thanksgiving time she had problem with cough and congestion and fever and she went to Integrity Urgent Care at the Physicians Center and was told that she had the flu and was given Tamiflu for five days. The patient states she is better from that, but still has a persistent nagging cough. I advised her some doxycycline and gave her some Delsym samples. She did not have any chest x-ray or any other testing done. If she is not improved, we will try to do the x-ray. The patient states she wants to have some more labs done as she is taking this medicine and plus it is end of the year and wants to be sure as she still has insurance, her insurance would cover it. So she is given CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH.
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
