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1. TB: 21-year-old seen with possible STD, diagnosed with vaginitis, treated with Rocephin and azithromycin. The patient did not answer the phone. She had a bad number. Could not get in touch with her.

2. MA: 6-year-old with ear pain, diagnosed with otitis media. Already on Amoxil. Dr. Wagner gave him Cortisporin. They were appreciative of the eardrops because it helped the pain. Happy with the visit. She will follow up with her primary care physician.

3. DS: A 29-year-old lady with sharp pain in the abdomen, diagnosed with UTI. A 10-cm renal cyst, possible UTI, possible tumor in the bladder, possible fibroids per CT scan. The patient was treated with Toradol and Cipro in the emergency room and sent home with Cipro. Dr. Wagner explained everything to the patient except for the fibroids and the bladder issues. The patient has an appointment coming up with her specialist to get referral for the very large renal cyst and further workup that may be needed. She was appreciative of the visit.
4. VH: A 58-year-old woman with headache and chills. Diagnosed with flu B. Treated with Tamiflu. The patient is doing better. Happy with the care received. Consider chest x-ray in a 58-year-old with flu-like symptoms and cough even though they have a positive flu test.
5. ML: A 43-year-old woman seen with upper abdominal pain. Cardiac workup was negative. Chemistry, urinalysis, and urine tox screen all within normal limits. Treated for gastroesophageal reflux. CT scan was normal. Treated with tramadol and Prilosec. Left a message for the patient to call me back.
6. MR: A 47-year-old seen with chest pain. Vital signs were stable. EKG within normal limits. Chemistry, cardiac workup, CBC, D-dimer, and BMP all negative. UDS positive for cocaine. Chest x-ray negative. No sign of myocardial infarction. Cardiologist was not called.
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The patient was sent home. He is still having some chest pain, but he is actually doing better today. I sent a text to Dr. Wagner regarding the fact that always call cardiologist in anyone over 35 with chest pain especially in this case with history of cocaine abuse even though the workup was negative. Dr. Wagner has not responded to the text yet.
7. OL: 21-year-old with flu-like symptoms, diagnosed with URI and gastroenteritis. Treated with Zofran, Toradol, and Decadron. CBC and chemistry within normal limits. Urinalysis showed leukocytes trace, treated with Zofran and Cipro at home. The patient was happy with the care received.
8. TF: 20-year-old with sore throat and cough. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Swabs were negative. Treated with Amoxil. Doing slightly better today and was happy with the care received.

9. EC: 32-year-old with low back pain. Vitals were stable. Diagnosed with renal colic with blood in the urine. CT shown a 2-mm stone. Treated with Cipro and Tylenol with Codeine and sent home. Vital signs were stable. Left the message for the patient to call me back.
10. GH: 53-year-old with pelvic pain and was given Zofran and Toradol in the emergency room. Urinalysis was normal. Diagnosed with abdominal pain and UTI, nevertheless given diclofenac. The patient was not available or did not answer the phone. The patient did not answer the phone regarding how she is doing. CT of the abdomen and blood work was done.

11. SM: 24-year-old that left with abdominal pain and back pain. I called the family. They are from Romania. They did not speak any English. They are going to call me back when the wife shows up who speaks English as why they left before triage.
12. IR: 32-year-old male with left knee cellulitis. The knee is still red and inflamed. He has not picked the antibiotics. X-rays were negative. I told him to please get the antibiotic and steroids that were given to the patient ASAP. He promises he will do so. He liked Dr. Wagner very much.
13. MS: 7-year-old young man with fever and cough. Diagnosed with flu B. Temperature was 102, not treated. Mother was upset that Dr. Wagner decided not to treat the influenza. She states that she was not part of that decision-making process. They are going to see their PCP today.
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14. LH: 24-year-old with abdominal pain and vomiting. Given insulin, Toradol, and Zofran in the emergency room. White count was 12,000. The patient is a type I diabetic. Blood sugar 424, given insulin. Rest of blood work including CT of the abdomen was negative along with CBC, urinalysis, amylase, and lipase. The patient’s lactate was 3.4, but repeat came down to 3.2. Sent home with abdominal pain and Phenergan. The patient states that she is actually doing better today and her sugar is much better under control. She knows how to take care of blood sugar. She liked Dr. Wagner.
15. SC: 33-year-old with left foot injury. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with contusion. Treated with diclofenac. Left a message for the patient to call back.

16. AM: 80-year-old with abdominal pain. CT consistent with possible colon cancer with liver metastasis. The patient is a physician from the Philippines. He did not want to be admitted. Wanted to go see his primary care physician today. The patient also had partial bowel obstruction. Dr. Wagner did a good job describing all this to the patient and he still did not want to be admitted. I called him today and left a message. He did not answer the phone. The workup was complete.

17. CG: 2-year-old with possible spider bite. Amoxicillin was given. The toe is still very red and angry. Mother states today it is beginning to develop a crater and a black center. They are going to see their primary care physician today or tomorrow. Continue with Amoxil at this time. She was happy with the care received.

18. GD is a 38-year-old with vaginal bleed. Workup negative. Ultrasound was negative. The patient is 7-10 weeks pregnant. Diagnosed with threatened abortion and sent home with the phone number that was left was nonworking number, but the workup was complete per Dr. Wagner.

19. JP, is a 6-year-old seen with URI type symptoms. Temperature 102. Received no medication. Mother wanted Tamiflu even though flu test was negative which it does not sound absurd because to treat empirically for the flu, but he did not receive any medication. She was perturbed about this in a complaint to me today. The child is still sick but better.

20. JP: 9-year-old brother of last child also had a temperature of 102. Flu test was negative. Swab testing were all negative. Mother was upset about both the kids not getting Tamiflu or any other treatments per se except being told they have flu A and B, COVID, or RSV or strep. This was discussed with the patient.
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
