1. POSITIVE: 3-year-old with fever and sore throat. Swab testing was negative. Treated with Bromfed. He is doing better. Mother was happy with the care.

2. NA: 2-month-old with congestion, diagnosed with RSV. Given Ayr nasal spray and nebulizer treatment. Mother did not answer the phone.
3. JS: A 23-year-old with pharyngitis, also dental pain, URI and cough. Treated with Augmentin to cover all the patient’s ailments. She was happy with the care received.
4. JN: A 7-year-old child with earache, diagnosed with otitis media, treated with Amoxil. Mother was happy with Dr. Ali.
5. EJ: A 72-year-old woman with back pain. She states she has had this sort of pain for a long time. She has had no recent x-rays. She was treated with Toradol in the emergency room. Sent home with Flexeril. Please consider doing either CT of the back and/or x-ray. She has never had a backache and pain 8/10 even though there is no history of trauma. The patient is going to see her PCP and get worked up today.
6. JE: A 10-year-old male seen with 1.5 cm laceration on her brow right side that was closed. The patient did well apparently and shots were up-to-date. Mother was happy with the way Dr. Ali handled her child.

7. EJ: A 33-year-old with heavy vaginal bleeding. The patient was given birth control pills. The patient has not picked them up yet. Of course, the workup was complete including blood work, CBC, CMP, and vaginal ultrasound. I explained to the patient that it is not going to help her unless she picks up her medication because she is complaining of vaginal bleed still today. She promises she is going to do that today. Pregnancy test of course was negative.
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8. ST: 35-year-old with cough, congestion and sore throat. Diagnosed with strep. Her strep test was positive. Treated with Diflucan and Augmentin. Did well with medications.
9. BE: A 24-year-old with hand injury. The patient hit the wall because she was mad at her family. She has fractured second metacarpal partial angulated fracture. The patient was sent home with cast like material and splint in place.
10. KP: 61-year-old with left arm pain and numbness. The patient had UDS, cardiac, chest x-ray, CT of the head, and CT of the shoulder, CBC with a white count of 13k. A1c of 7.1. CT negative of neck and CT negative of all organs involved. EKG was negative. Treated for sinusitis at the end of the day with Augmentin and steroids. Workup was complete. The patient is already doing better she states.

11. FZ: A 78-year-old with cough. Flu B was positive. Treated with Tessalon and Tamiflu. Again, please consider chest x-ray in a 78-year-old man with cough even though flu test is positive. The patient and wife had been vaccinated. They were very happy with the care.
12. ME, is a 55-year-old with sore throat. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with viral sinusitis/URI. Treated about the same.

13. FM III: This is a 9-year-old male with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea, treated with gastroenteritis and pharyngitis. He had a positive RSV. Other swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with viral syndrome and treated conservatively. Mother was happy with the care received.

14. TO: 23-year-old young lady treated with fever and chills. Positive COVID. Treated with Tessalon and ProAir. Left a message for the patient to call me back.
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
