CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough, congestion, flu B and otitis media.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient’s grandmother and I have been in contact over the weekend regarding his condition. She delayed picking up his medication for his Tamiflu not till Saturday evening, so he continued to have 103 to 104 temperature, but the temperature has finally gotten better. He is alert. He is awake. He is drinking more. He is not eating much. He is not having any abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, cough or congestion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tamiflu, azithromycin and ibuprofen.

ALLERGIES: AMOXIL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is alert. He is awake. She has been concerned about the temperature still continuing.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 56 pounds, down 2 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 18. His heart rate is down from 140 to 111. Blood pressure 90/60.

HEENT: Red TM is improved.

NECK: No meningismus.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Chest x-ray today, which was done for sake of completeness, showed no evidence of pneumonia.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis media.

2. Nasal congestion.

3. RyClora half a teaspoon for symptom relief.
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4. Continue with azithromycin.

5. Continue with Tamiflu.

6. May return to school this week on Thursday.

7. Findings were discussed with the mother.

8. Chet x-ray once again is negative.
