HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother states this 4-year-old child has had some coughing issues. No fever. No chills. No nausea, vomiting, or sore throat, but whenever he starts having coughing issues, she uses the albuterol nebulizer treatment and it helps him at nighttime. The patient does have a history of allergic rhinitis. He has been on Zyrtec before, but he is not using the medication very frequently to require any Zyrtec or Singulair on regular basis. No fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, or a sign of infection reported. No one at home has strep or flu or COVID-19. The child is gaining weight, eating well and is not having any other problems.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma and allergies.
MEDICATIONS: Albuterol p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert, awake, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 33 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 100.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic rhinitis.

2. Reactive airway disease.

3. Go ahead and continue with treatment of albuterol 1.25 mg on a p.r.n. basis.

4. If fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, or any other symptoms noted, to call me immediately.
