The patient is seen for a well-woman exam without complaints with history of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, hyperlipidemia, and renal failure on dialysis.

MEDICATIONS: Hydrochlorothiazide, simvastatin, hydralazine, and vitamins.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Female exam done with pelvic without abnormality. Pap smear obtained with speculum examination. She has had mammograms. Remainder of examination is within normal limits.
The patient is to follow up with urologist for continued dialysis and is on current treatment plan. The patient is to continue present medications. The patient is to follow up with recommendations given to her on her last visit. She was recommended orthopedic evaluation and to monitor blood pressure. Additional history of severe osteoarthrosis right hip, chondral cyst. With free fluid in the pelvis, we suggested CAT scan of the abdomen and pelvis. The patient has not had CAT scan of the abdomen and pelvis as suggested by radiologist and a CT of hip. We will discuss this with the patient on next follow up visit. Nothing on pelvic exam to create concern at this time.
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
