The patient is seen with temperature of 101.7 recorded last night, fever, cough, and congestion for the past few weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Questionable heart defect, leaky valve, *__________* intrauterine with spontaneous closure with evaluation at Texas Children’s without followup after one month of age according to mother.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.1. Infant within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Rhinorrhea with slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had RSV, flu and strep tests all performed which were negative for flu.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax suspension with recommended followup with Texas Children’s Venus location as advised before.
