The patient is here with describing an episode of vertigo last night while he was not sleeping with right frontal headache and vomiting x2 for the past eight hours. He describes occasional headaches in the occipital area, increased with *__________*
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Questionable migraines, occipital frontal type headache with photophobia, lasting 10-20 minutes, occurring occasionally for the past several years.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. Works in a fabricator shop.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Mother with history of migraines. Father 46 with renal cell carcinoma in 2019.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient was given Zofran 4 mg IM and Toradol 60 mg IM with clearing of headache.
FINAL IMPRESSION: Questionable vascular headache with atypical headache and possible labyrinths.
PLAN: The patient is advised to get over-the-counter Antivert and to follow up with neurologist if he continues to have these types of headaches and dizziness. He is given a prescription for Zofran.
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
